TSM Studio Category Manager 
 

The TSM Studio Category Manager is used to configure the way the Dataviewôs in TSM Studio are organized.  Using the 

Category it is possible to totally reorganize the layout of the Categories and Dataviewôs to suit the way you work 

         A Category is a folder in which links to Dataviews a created. Most Dataviews are TSM SQL Queries. 

 

 

 

Category Manager is open either from the Setting Menu

Adding a Category 
 

To add a new choose the Add  

 

Or choose Add Category from the context menu 

 

The Add Category dialog is displayed 

 

The Parent field is read-only and is the either name of another Category or as in the example is ñCategoriesò making the 

new Category a top level Category.  As in the example below it is possible to create subcategories by first selecting an existing 

Category before selecting the  ñAdd Categoryò button.  

The Name field is the name for the new Category and must be unique 

Choose an image for this Category, there are over 100 different images to choose from 

 Visible in the Group Category will display this Category at the group level 

 Visible in the TSM Server Category will display this Category at the TSM Server level 

 

  

 

After closing the Category Manager these new Categories will be visible in TSM Studio 



 

  



Editing Categories  
 

There are a number of ways to edit the properties and position of Categories.  

Categories can be moved by dragging them to a new location, for example to make the ñNewCategory2ò Category a Top 

level Category drag it on the ñCategoriesò node  

 

 To make the Category ñNewCategory2ò a child Category of ñNewCategoryò again drag it onto the ñNewCategoryò node 

 

 To change the properties of a Category, select the Category and its properties will be displayed in the right hand pane.  

 

 

From here the name, image and its visibility options can be modified, after making the change be sure to press the Apply 

button to make the changes permanent  

  



Delet ing Categories 
 

There are three ways to delete a Category 

1. Select the Category and press the ñDeleteò button on the  Toolbar 

 
 

2. Select a Category and right click to display the context menu and select ñDeleteò 

 
3. Drag the Category in the Trash Node 

 

  



Resetting the Categories  
 

To restore the state of the Categories back to the installation defaults, select the ñResetò button from the Toolbar menu 

 

 

  



Add your own Dataview  
 

Dataviews are ñgrid likeò views showing the output from a TSM SQL Query. It is possible to create your Dataviews and link 

them to a Category  so they display in TSM Studio just like any of the ñSpirit Softwareò provided Dataviews. To create your own 

Dataview you first need to create a TSM Studio Library and create the SQL Query, read the ñTSM Studio Librariesò pdf on our 

website to understand how this is done.  

Under a Category in the ñCategory Managerò links are created to Dataviews, it is possible to link Dataviews with multiple 

Categories. 

 

After creating the SQL in a TSM Studio Library the next step is to add the Dataview to the ñCategory Managerò, goto the 

ñUser Definedò node under Dataviews  

 

Right Click in the ñUser Definedò node and select ñAdd Dataviewò 

 

The Add Dataview dialog is displayed 

 

 

Name is the internal name by which this Dataview in known 

Display Name is the name that will be displayed in TSM Studio 

Description is an optional description for this Dataview 



Image is the image to display in TSM Studio for this Dataview 

As with the Categories the visibility of the Dataview can  be chosen 

Library, Category and SQL Query are used to choose the SQL Query from a TSM Studio library for this Dataview  

 

Link the Dataview to a Category  
 

The next step in the process is to link the Dataview to a Category, once this is done the Dataview wi ll be visible in TSM Studio. 

There are three way to link a Dataview to a Category  

1. Drag the Dataview onto the Category 

2. Right Click on the Category where the Dataview will be linked and select the ñLink Dataviewò Menu Item 

 
3. Or Select the Category where the Dataview will be linked and choose the ñLink Dataviewò button from the Toolbar 

 

 

For options 2 and 3 a ñLink Dataviewò dialog will be displayed 

 

Choose the Dataview to be linked, the Dataview now be available to TSM Studio
