TSM Studio Report Designer 
 

Included in TSM Studio is a powerful report designer for creating your own 

customized reports. Using the report designer data contained in any of the TSM 

Studio Dataviews can be displayed in a report form, these report templates can be 

saved to be used again. 

A report template is unique to a Dataview and can only be used within the 

Dataview that is was created. 

  



Starting the Report Designer  
 

On every most of the grid based Dataviewôs there are two icons on the toolbar and 

in the context menu  

 Starts the Report Designer 

 Starts the Reports Dialog where Report Templates that have previously created 

can be run 

In the following examples we will use the Storage Pools Dataview to show to use the 

Report Designer. Click on the Report Designer Icon to start the Report Designer 

  



Report Designer Screen Layout  

 

 

Design Pane:  This is where the report controls and Dataview fields are placed. 

Report Controls: Controls that can be used to create the report  

Report Properties:   Properties for the Report, including Borders, Page Size, Fonts, 

Colours etc 

Dataview Fields:  This is the list of available fields from the Dataview that can be 

placed on the report.  

  



Designing a Report  
 

By default a Detail Pane will already exist on the design Pane 

 

Right click on the Design Pane to display the Context Menu and select Insert 

BandĄReport Header 

 

 
 

This will create a Report Header section in the design Pane. The Report 

Header is displayed once per report on the first page. 

 

 
 

So now we will place a Label onto this Report Header section. In the Report 

Controls there is a Control named ñLabelò, drag this onto the Report Header. 



     
 

On the top right corner of the label control you will see a small box, click on 

this box to change the properties of the label control  

 
 

For all the label control properties you will notice that the properties box in 

the bottom right hand of the Report Designer now contains the properties for 

the Label Control 



 
 

This Property grid will show the properties for which ever control is curr ently 

selected. 

 

So go ahead and change the text, font and colour of the label control. To 

centre the text in the middle of report header section, use the centre icons on 

the Layout Section of the Toolbar 

 
 

 

 

 



At any time during the creation of the report  select the Print Preview tab at 

the top of the designer to see how the report looks  

 
 

To return to the report designer select the Report Designer Tab  

 

Next we will place the Page Info control on the Report Header Section, grab 

the Page Info control and d rag it onto the Report Header section 

 
 

After dragging the Page Info control onto the form select the properties icon 

in the top right hand corner  

 
 

The Page Info control can display a number of different types of data  

¶ Page Number ( default) 

¶ Total Pages 

¶ Current Date and Time 

¶ User 



Select Current Date and Time from the Page Information drop down. To change the 

format of the date, use the format property.  

 

Next we will insert a Page Header Band. The Page Header is displayed at the top of 

each page and can be used to display column headers or other relevant information. 

To insert a Page Header right click in the design pane and choose Insert 

BandĄPage Header 

 

To resize the Page Header so it takes not take up so much space on the report, grab 

one the borders (top or bottom) and move it to make the Page Header smaller. In 

this example we will only use the following fields from the Dataview  

¶ Server Name 

¶ Storage Pool Name 

¶ Utilization 

So we will add Column Headers for these fields in the Page Header Section. Drag 

three label controls onto the Page Header and change their text to be the name of 

the three fields 

 

 

 



Next Step is to add the Fields to the Detail Pane, A Detail Pane is created by 

default when opening the Report Designer. One Detail Pane will be created for every 

row in the Dataview, so if the Dataview has 10,000 rows then 10,000 Detail Panes 

will be displayed. The Report Designer will split the Detail Panes into pages based on 

the page size chosen.  

Drag the Server Name field onto the Detail Pane from the field list on the top 

right hand side of the Report Designer, also resize the Detail Pane so it is just large 

enough to display the field.  

 

 

Do the same for the Storage Pool Name and Utilization 

 

 

Now go to the Print Preview Tab and see what the report  looks like.   

 



Now add a Page Footer Pane, a Page Footer Pane in displayed at the bottom of each 

page. Add a Page Info to the Page Footer Pane to display the current Page Number 

 

  



Saving the Report Template  
 

Choose the Save Icon on the Report Designer Tab 

 

 

And the following Dialog will be displayed 

 

Report Templates are stored in a TSM Studio Library, if this is the first time you are 

using a TSM Studio Library then create a new library using the Add Icon next to 

the Library Selection Box
